Overview
Urutauira is our tauira portal with a focus on allowing you as tauira to apply to enrol online and track your

application through to enrolment. You can view your applications, enrolments, results and communications via
Urutauira.

You can also upload documents to support your application/enrolment and view fees and payments if
applicable.

Once enrolled, as tauira you can also see your attendance and submit a future absence if you are going to be
away - for example, you are sick and can’t attend class on a certain date.

Access to Urutauira requires an internet connection.
